Anabaptist Disabilities Network (ADNet) invites students to apply for the position of Student Associate with ADNet.    

The Student Associate Program was created by ADNet to encourage college, seminary, and graduate students to create projects that promote the inclusion of persons with all kinds of disabilities, including mental illness, into the life of the church and larger community.  This cooperative program contributes to the mission of ADNet and provides benefits to the student, to persons and families affected by disabilities, and ultimately, to the church as a whole. 

An ADNet Student Associate is a college, seminary, or graduate student who develops an educational or outreach project around a particular topic related to disabilities.  Normally the project will be integrated into existing course work throughout a semester or academic year and involve a Faculty Adviser from the student’s educational institution.  Two students per year may receive a scholarship ($500 full year, $250 semester).
